	Jamestown: The First English Colony

Englishman named John Cabot tried to explore new world like Columbus did.


	- Went in 1497

- “found”  part of Canada, but thought he had reached Asia

- England later used his “discovery” to claim all of North America

	Lost Colony of Roanoke

In 1580’s Sir Walter Drake tried to establish the first permanent English settlement in North America.
	-Landed in Roanoke, island off of N. Carolina

- Went Ok at first, but when captain White returned with supplies several yrs. Later, all were gone.

- Mystery!!!

	Settling Jamestown

1607, next English attempt to settle N. America.

They had a couple of problems right away

John Smith saves the day…Native American help is key too!
	-London Company financed 3 ships.

 Goal: make money from timber and furs.

- settled in a swamp where disease spread

-brought too many “gentleman” not used to hard work

-had to trade for food with NA, but not all NA wanted to do it.

-He takes charge + forces everyone to work.

- He is captured by NA, and Pocahantas (daughter of chief) saves him from being hurt.

-Chief Powhatan and NA help colonists stay alive by gifts and trade of food.



	The Starving Time

Things get worse again in fall 1609 when food shortages happen.
	-“Starving Time” – Smith returns to England and relationship gets worse with NA.

- ate dogs, rats,  corpses? , etc!!!! YUCK!

-only 60 of 500 people left in Spring

-Jamestown saved when ships come in spring 

	Jamestown Survives

Jamestown survives because of two things: a new crop to sell and “peaceful” relations with NA
	-tobacco becomes a big crop

-they kidnap Pocahantas

- Pocahantas eventually marries colonist—might have been an alliance between NA and colonists
