Mark Up vs. Super (Intense) Mark Up

For a while, we have discussed “marking up” reading with questions, opinions, etc. Most of the time, you are marking up textbooks that have been written for kids. 

However, sometimes you have to try to understand historical documents that were not written for kids and were often written in formal language that we don’t use today. When that happens, we need to call on a new power.

 Introducing a new hero:  SUPER (Intense) MARKUP MAN 
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When you do INTENSE mark up, you do more of some things and less of others.

More—reading the whole document (or at least whole sections)  over all the way before doing any writing. Look for punctuation to show you where one idea stops and a new one starts.

More- using a dictionary/computer/adult/friend to define unfamiliar words 

More—trying to rephrase or summarize

Less- predictions

Less- connections

About the same—Questions. 

But try to make questions SPECIFIC about ideas in the text, about why they are writing what they did, etc.  (“What does this mean?” is not a specific question)
